Jesus tells us how to pray in Matthew 6:7, “But
when ye pray, use not vain repetitions, as the
heathen do: for they think that they shall be
heard for their much speaking.” Singing (and all
music), as does prayer, expresses the emotions
of the heart, so that the same admonition ap-
plies to music.

Regarding Pantheism

Spiritual formation is being taught at AU. It is taught by authors steeped in Pontifex Maximus, the
leader of the Mystery Religion of Babylon.
